The company's work has been developed primarily in the field of puppet and object theatre -
a logic of investigation in which the puppet assumes a matrix value in its possible, attempted,
and tempting hybridizations.
The relationships of the performer's body with the manipulated object-world and the
implication of each spectator in the construction of this relationship are lines of reflection
transversal to the extensive artistic practice of Teatro de Ferro.
